You 
hoped for a nice dry sunny day, and 
hung the clothes outside, as I was doing 
when mother showed up. She started 
yelling at me,and telling me I was going 
to kill my baby. I’m standing there with 
a basket of wet laundry, and an apron 
full of clothes pins thinking its finally 
happened, she has gone off the deep 
end. Dad is just standing there shaking 
his head, he has heard it all before. Ac-
cording to my mother a pregnant 
women must not put both hands over 
her head. Doing so makes the umbilical 
cord wrap around the babies neck and it 
will choke the baby to death. I never 
knew where these old tails came from 
or if they were a product of my mothers 
imagination.All I know was that day I 
sat on the back steps and watched mom 
and dad hang my laundry, and was care-
ful not to let mom catch me hanging 
laundry the rest of my pregnancy.

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their precious rationed gas to drive to worship. My 
Sunday morning routine was to watch cars drive past 
our home and turn down the hill to find a place to 
park. On a Sunday when attendance was really 
heavy, a car or two of late-arrivers would park on our 
street. Folks in Sunday clothes–men in suits, women 
in hats and gloves, and children in polished shoes–
would pile out of their cars and stride off toward one 
of the two close-by churches.

Imagine my surprise when in the middle of an 
April week cars filled our street and parked on our 
street. Folks dressed in their Sunday best walked 
down the hill to church. My mother explained that 
the President had died and the churches were hold-
ing special services. Soon after church bells from all 
over our hill began tolling slowly.

It was one of those moments that I stored in my 
memory banks. 

Among the features of living in a small Eastern 
Washington town was the reliance upon a volunteer 
fire department. Its siren would sound a long blast 
to get everyone’s attention, then identify the section 
of town where the fire was reported by a coded series 
of shorter blasts. Another feature of course was our 
telephone system which was run through a switch-
board. The operators apparently controlled the fire 
siren switch. Volunteers would lift a phone to find 
out where to report.

(Naturally. the first thing everyone else actually 
did was rush to the phone and ask the operator 
where the fire was. Instead of “Number, please?” she 
just preemptively reported “Anderson’s house in 
Fischer’s Addition” and plugged into the next blink-
ing connector.)

Less than a month later in the middle of another 
week the siren went off. This time, instead of finish-
ing the initial blast and beginning the code, it stayed 
on. And on. Minutes stretched by. Once or twice the 
siren switch had stuck in the on position…but the 
folks in the City Hall/Library/Jail/Firehouse building 
did have an emergency cut-off switch. It had never 
lasted this long.

Mother switched on the radio (something that was 
rarely done until late-afternoon when the KWSU 
Story Lady read to us.) Then, not able to resist temp-
tation, she lifted the telephone:

“Victory in Europe!”
The siren finally ended. One of the church bells 

began to ring out even before the wail had faded.
I wasn’t old enough to fully appreciate what this 

all meant, but I did know there was a war going on. 
Food, goods, and gas were rationed. We had a Vic-
tory Garden where my dad spent time every eve-
ning using cultivators and various dusters and 
sprayers. Whatever had just happened was Good.

Another non-routine surprise for my memory 
bank! Cars and pickups started arriving, just like on 
a Sunday, and soon were parking on our street. 
Folks were not dressed to the nines. This time 
some were in dusty overalls and boots. Some wore 
everyday dresses. Bandanas or straw hats covered 
their heads. Even folks from our neighborhood and 
further up the hill were hurrying past in a rush to 
get to church. Instead of the solemn, calm march to 
Sunday services, folks were visiting and walking 
briskly. I saw some folks meet on the sidewalk and 
hug. Sons and husbands would soon be coming 
home.

 By this time the belfries from up and down 
Church Street were pealing enthusiastically, fixing 
the sights and sounds in my memory.

About three months later there was a similar 
moment when VJ Day arrived. By then whenever 
the siren sounded I rushed to the window to watch 
the street. Was this another Big Event?

What a pivotal time in history. The rest of my life 
has been profoundly shaped by those events sev-
enty years ago, as has our Nation and the World.

Member question:  How do I send a photo or group 
of photos that I received in messages in my iPhone 
or iPad to another person via messages.  

1. You received a message from a friend that in-
cludes a photo that you would like to send to an-
other friend. Double tap on the photo in your mes-
sages.

2. A black bar will show up that says “Copy-Speak-
Save-More”.

3. Hit the “MORE” and the photo or photos will 
show up.

4.  There is a circle on the left side of the photo or 
photos, tap the circle or circles to put a check mark 
     in the circle.  

5.  At the bottom right is an arrow.  Tap the arrow 
and a new message shows up.  

6.  Fill in the contact name by the “To:”.  Then hit 
return to get the curser under the photo for you to 
     write a message.  

7.  Hit send.  Thats it!  

To send a picture on Facebook Messenger

1.  I tap on the Pen and Paper icon in the top right 
corner.  This will create a new message.  

2.  Tap a recipient for your message from the list of 
your Facebook friends.  

3.  Type your message in the text box.  

4.  Under the text box you will see a group of icons.  
     Aa symbol,  camera symbol, photo symbol, smiley 
symbol, microphone symbol.  
     

5.  Click on the photo symbol and  tap on the 
square symbol with the dots, your camera roll pho-
tos will  
     appear.  

6.  Select the photo you want to attach the mes-
sage.  

7.  Hit send to send your message with the photo 
attached.  

(you can also tap on the camera symbol, a message 
may pop up that says to turn on camera in iPhone 
settings, change your settings, then you can take 
photos and send.)

Butter

I love butter, it’s not good for me. Thats what 
they keep telling me. They don’t understand 
the reason in my home it has to be butter.

When I was a little girl during the great war 
there were many foods we could not get or 
were rationed. Butter was one of the things we 
didn’t have.Instead we had margarine. It was 
white and looked like lard. There was one 
brand that came in a clear bag and on one side 
it had a little button of food coloring. I always 
got the job of mixing the margarine. You had 
to break the little button and knead the bag of 
white lard until it turned yellow. Making it yel-
low didn’t make it taste any better. My folks 
said it was better than not having any spread 
to put on your toast,and they were right about 
that I guess. I just remember when we able to 
get butter again and how wonderful it tasted.
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Have you ever lost your iPhone? It’s kind of a horrible feeling that you feel deep in the pit of your stom-
ach when you realize that it's gone.. It doesn’t matter if you left it at home under a couch cushion or at a 
restaurant, the feeling is the same.Your whole world is on that phone, pictures of your kids, all your con-
tacts, personal information, Angry Birds, it’s all there. Before you start freaking out too bad, you realize 
that you had the Find My iPhone capability enabled, so you know that there is a chance that, assuming 
your battery still has a charge, you can narrow your phone’s location down using the Find my iPhone app 
from another device or via a web browser.

The big “IF” in the equation: does your lost or stolen phone have any charge left on its battery so that it 
can be found via location services and the Find My iPhone application before its battery dies?Enter: iOS 8 
and the new ‘Send Last Location’ feature that was added to this version of the operating system.When 
your battery reaches a level where it is “critically low”, ‘Send Last Location’ will transmit the last known 
whereabouts (GPS location) of your iPhone to Apple (assuming there is cell or Wi-Fi signal available).This 
new feature may not only be great for finding your iPhone, it could potentially save your life or someone 
else’s if you happen to get kidnapped or become otherwise incapacitated (i.e. injured on a and can’t reach 
your phone, run off the road into a ditch in the middle of nowhere, etc, etc).With this feature enabled, 
your iPhone is going to reach out to Apple’s iCloud servers and provide your last known location.Maybe 
the kidnappers ditch your phone or its battery dies before you reach your destination, at least authorities 
will have some clue as to which direction you were headed, what road you were on, etc. These little tidbits 
of information could be crucial to helping find you or your loved ones.

Turn on the ‘Send Last Location’ feature ASAP 
Unless you turn on the 'Send Last Location' feature, it will not work for you. You need to turn it on 

RIGHT NOW! Turn it on, not only on your phone, but on your loved one's iPhone, iPod Touch, iPad, etc. 
Tell everyone you know about it. There is really no reason not to turn this feature on. 

To Enable Send Last Location:
1. Open the "Settings" app.
2. Choose "iCloud".
3. Select "Find My iPhone"
4. Turn the "Send Last Location" switch to the "On" (green) position.
Also make sure that "Find My iPhone" is enabled as well.When the battery gets to "critical" (around 1-2% 

remaining), your phone will attempt to connect to iCloud and store its current location information before 
it goes dead.

Provide Your Loved Ones With The Details They Will Need to Log on To Use Find My iPhone To 
Find You

You should leave a note with your iCloud login information with someone you really trust, or tell them 
where the information can be found. You need to provide this information so that they can login to the 
iCloud Find My iPhone web app from a web browser or another iOS device so that they can try and locate 
you.If you don't provide this information, law enforcement would have to try and get this information 
from Apple which would waste valuable search time.Providing this information is critical in helping your 
loved ones and law enforcement track down your location.There are no guarantees that your phone will be 
able to successfully make a connection to the Internet (via cell or Wi-Fi) in order to relay your location, but 
the odds are better than zero and the information about your location may be the key factor in finding you 
and saving your life or the life of someone you love. This is definitely worth the few seconds it takes to 
turn this feature on.
